This is how Irish architect Peter Cowman describes the effects of soulless housing on our lives.    

Proposing a ‘living’ architecture that not only shelters us but also acts as a nutrient for our lives he offers us the opportunity to recapture the space and time which we have surrendered to the global economy.

‘To live sustainably we must first discover who we are and the nature of our role in life.  Designing our own homes allows us to do this by addressing our physical and our emotional needs.  By such process we encounter our true selves and can then shape our architecture to suit our lives and the life of the planet.’

Since 1989 Peter has been running courses and workshops in his native Ireland, combining practicality and poetry as well as dream and reality in a magical weave of inner and outer space.  

Offering a fresh approach to the sometimes tired jargon of modern eco-architecture, Peter dares us to be our own architects. By demystify the house design process and articulating simple and effective strategies to reconnect with our sheltermaking instincts, a new way of looking at our homes and at ourselves is suddenly revealed.  

A firm believer in the need to create an affordable architecture, Peter is clear about how mortgaging can affect our lives.

‘Mortgages act as the feeder system for the fresh capital which modern economies must receive if they are to continue to grow.  Where the security of a person’s home is linked to this system, they become tied to the success of the global economy – even if they can see that this is causing global warming!  This is the modern dilemma and it is precipitated by the fact that people have sold their time and as a consequence have become wholly reliant upon others to produce food and create shelter for them.’

Peter’s forthcoming 1-dat workshop ‘Living Your Architecture - the greening of your dream home’ will offer the opportunity to sample this entertaining mix of philosophy and practicality and to explore some of the secrets of living architecture.
